As stated in the Briefing note on 4th July, we have two main targets:


Target 1 – start the build by 1st September 2010 in order to complete by summer next year. In order to achieve this we need to have £400k 
confirmed, and 

Target 2 – complete the fund raising for the remaining £130k. This figure will be confirmed once the tenders has been received, reviewed and the contract signed. The figure is seen as worst case; with the expectation the final figure will be less.
