Next Sunday, 30th May Trinity Sunday, there will be an additional Tridentine Mass this month, at 12.30pm.

Next Sunday, 6th June, is the Solemnity of Corpus et Sanguis Christi (Body and Blood of Christ). Eucharistic Ministers are asked to renew their promises as commissioned ministers of the Blessed Sacrament. At each of the weekend Masses this recommissioning will take place prior to the distribution of Holy Communion. If you are unable to attend please inform Mgr. Ted.

Please note that on Thursday there will be a Tridentine Mass at 12 noon celebrating Corpus Christi, according to the old calendar. With the new rite the feast (Solemnity) is transferred to the Sunday.

The 75th Birthday Dinner of the Church and Parish is a good reason for the special celebration for St. Andrew’s and it is hoped that the occasion will, amongst other events, be marked by a very memorable Dinner Night for our church community at the London Beach Hotel on July 3rd. Do try to come along.

It begins at 1.30 for 2pm start at St. Sepulchre’s churchyard (opposite the Old Bailey) and will continue with a walk through London, with stops for talks and the Rosary, finishing at Tyburn Convent at 5pm with Benediction, Confessions and Tea. Papal Visit – Involvement of Young People – We have recently been contacted by those who are preparing for the Papal Visit. They have requested that a young person (aged 16 – 20) from each parish in the country comes to Central London for the day on Saturday, 18th September. They will be party of a group who will listen to the Pope speak to young people and who will also have a good location in the evening vigil.

Two pieces of guidance may help you decide whether to put your name forward. The first is that you should be able to ‘tell the story’ after the day has finished. The person who goes will need to come back and tell parishioners what they have experienced. The second is more practical; due to the length of the day, and the crowds that you will be part of, you will need to have some stamina – the day will begin in Central London at 08.00 and will end at 21.30!

The name and details of the young person must be provided no later than 15th June. Therefore, I am asking that if any young person is interested in putting their name forward for what my very well be a once in a lifetime opportunity that they speak to Mgr. Ted or Janet Brierley (01580 762526) as a matter of urgency. If the young person is under 18, parental consent will be necessary and in line with security arrangements each participant must bring their passport to the event.

Development Fund Raising Events - FLOWER FESTIVAL CONCERT. This will be at 7.30pm on Saturday 26 June, and will feature music for voice, harp, guitar, keyboard and organ. Musicians from the parish will be performing, together with our good friend and renowned local organist, Martyn Williams.
