Father Behr writes:
Dear Parishioners 
As we have just celebrated the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart, I thought it would be good to give you an update on the renovation of our parish Sacred Heart statue and statue of St Anthony with the child Jesus. 

We have given the statues to Lewis and Lewis in Liverpool for a complete renovation. It will cost approximately £1300, although we were advised that as they are working on the statues, they may discover more work which will need to be done and so the cost may rise slightly.
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Lewis and Lewis are a Catholic family business and have done work for St Francis in Maidstone. If you would like to see examples of their work see this link.

I’m thinking about where to put the statues when they are returned in September and would welcome any suggestions. Ideally, I would like to place the statue of the Sacred Heart on one side of the arch with the new statue of The Blessed Virgin on the other side of the arch. 

I think it would be a good idea to move the Baptismal font to the back of our church as that is where it should be traditionally.  It will also create a bit more space around for the votive candle stand.
