Today's Readings - 
First Reading:  Isaiah 53: 10-11. Although the Father was pleased with the suffering His Son endured, it was to achieve an end - the eternal redemption of His people.
Psalm: 33. We are called to praise God for His graciousness and the source of the mercy we need for salvation.

Psalm Response:” May Your love be upon us, O Lord, as we place all our trust in You”. 
Second Reading: Hebrews 4:14-16. Jesus' transcendence to the right hand of God’s throne and His humanity are both essential elements of His unique effectiveness as our high priest.

Gospel Reading:  Mark 10: 35-45. James and John in their desire to share in His reflected glory, had no idea of what had been planned – that Jesus would give His life as a ransom, to free us not to become great as the world understands greatness, but to serve others as slaves of Christ. 

Fr John writes:

Arising from the encouragement by the two diocesan authorised promoters of the Holy Hour adoration, we had 11 replies indicating some parishioners’ desire to have an extra time for prayer and veneration of the Blessed Sacrament.
