Today's Readings - 
First Reading:  Jeremiah 31:7-9.  Jeremiah prophesies that the Lord will facilitate the return of the exiles from Babylon. Among the returnees are the blind, the lame and the women with young children. 
Psalm: 126. In this psalm, the theological theme of restoration is knitted together with the theme of rejoicing. The product is one of the grandest, most eloquent lyrical prayers in the Psalter. 

Psalm Response: “What marvels the Lord worked for us, indeed we were glad”.      
Second Reading: Hebrews 5:1-6.  Every high priest chosen to offer sacrifice is beset with human weaknesses. Jesus on the other hand is a high priest of a different order because he is the Son of God.  

Gospel Reading:  Mark 10: 46-52. The blind beggar Bartimaeus persists in his quest to meet Jesus and to get his sight restored. Many try to silence him from crying after Jesus but his persistence gets its reward.

The Parish Centre, Update October 2018
The Parish Centre is a great success, both within the Parish and as an increasingly key player in our local community. It is a popular venue for ecumenical meetings and local groups, and we are well supported by our hall manager, Lesley McCarthy. 

Income from the Parish Centre now averages £1.5K per month and there are, additionally, monthly standing orders and ad hoc donations from personal benefactors and parishioners. Running costs are reasonable, and we are tackling these through a routine preventive maintenance programme. Overall, the hall is now able to contribute to help pay off its debts.

The cost of the build was in excess of £500,000. With the support of parishioners, the Archdiocese and loans from other parishes we were able to agree a repayment plan in 2012, which sought to repay our debts fully by 2021. Over the past 5 years we have met or exceeded our annual commitment to do this and our debt currently stands at £43,771. We are on course to fulfil our obligation to repay a further £17.5K this year, and given a similar payment in 2019, we should have only £8,771 to pay in 2020 (one year early than originally planned) to become debt free. The prospects of the hall from then on being able to support the Parish Development Fund to assist in plans to enhance the church itself and to contribute to parish funds as a whole after that date are very satisfying.
