Today's Readings: 
First Reading (Leviticus 13:1-2) In the case of a skin disease, if the priest, on examination, confirms that it is serious and defiling, then the affected person must wear torn clothes and cover his upper lips and cry, “Unclean, unclean.”  
Psalm (31) A psalm of David giving instruction, and there is nothing in which we have more need of instruction than in the nature of true blessedness, of what it is and the way that leads to it. 
Psalm Response “You are my refuge, O Lord, you fill me with the joy of salvation”          

Second Reading (1 Corinthians 10:31- 11-1) After having taught the Corinthians that they must give glory to God in all that they do, Paul presents himself as a model for imitation. 

Gospel (Mark: 1:40-45) The very sight of a leper has been appalling to the Jews, let alone interacting with him. But Jesus, himself a Jew, extends his hand and touches a leper and cures him.

This coming Wednesday is ASH WEDNESDAY – the beginning of the season of Lent.  
How many Lents have you lived through?    And how many Lent resolutions have you made over those years? 
May I make a suggestion for this Lent?  Why not look at your less than Christian “attitudes”?  We all have them!  Our attitudes are often reflected in the way we think about other people, or about ourselves, about who matters, or about over-sensitivity to other peoples’ attitudes towards ourselves! 
I will list a few attitudes to get you started: - superiority, impatience, inferiority, selfishness, irresponsibility etc. etc.  Choose one of them!  
Pray that the Lord will help you to change this attitude over Lent.  And every night check to see if you have started to change your way of thinking.   By Easter, you could be a new person!        
This Sunday, 11th February, at 09:45, we continue our Bible Journey with the first book of Samuel and learn of Saul, the tragic king. Next week 'David and the nation building' – 2 Samuel.
