Today's Readings: 
First Reading –   Ezekiel 2:2-5. Ezekiel is told that he will be sent to the Israelites, a stubborn people in constant rebellion against God. He is to prophesy to them, regardless of whether they will listen to him or not. 
Psalm   123. As the servant looks to the hand of their masters for the slightest indication of need or want, to instantly meet the need; with that same intensity, devotion, and steadfastness we should look to God. 
Psalm Response – “Our eyes are on the Lord 'til he show us his mercy”        


Second Reading – 2 Corinthians 12:7-10. As is the case with everybody, Paul is also not without any weakness. Paul has prayed to the Lord about it and the Lord has told him that His grace is sufficient for him 

Gospel – Mark 6:1-6. Jesus goes to his native town but experiences rejection there. He is surprised at their appraisal of Him and marvels at their unbelief. 
Fr John writes:
“Listening is the price you pay for being listened to” - an invaluable piece of advice that I seldom observe myself.  I am far too hasty in thinking that I must provide answers! 
When you listen to this Sunday’s 1st Reading and the Gospel you will hear how both Ezekiel, and Jesus Himself, faced the problem of people failing to listen.
Somehow, although people today are hungry for some sort of spiritual fulfilment, they seem to be insulated against listening to Christianity.  Do we listen to them deeply enough to earn an open ear, and heart, in return?
