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Week beginning 17th June 2018.  The Eleventh Sunday of Year B

Today's Readings: 

First Reading – Ezekiel 17:22-24. Using the imagery of the great tree, the author writes that God can humble the mighty and raise up the lowly. 
Psalm    92. The psalm tells us that the worship of God's people springs forth from the deep gladness brought on by a recognition of God's mighty and manifold works. Praise that is rooted in this ground will be lively and flourishing.
Psalm Response – “It is good to give you thanks, O Lord” 


Second Reading - 2 Corinthians 5:6-10. In this passage, Paul affirms his confidence in God. What really matters is not speculation about our future state, but a firm determination to please God 

Gospel – Mark 4:26-34. The Kingdom of God has a mysterious aspect to it. The parable of the seed growing secretly after the farmer has sown it and that of the mustard seed deal with this mysterious aspect.
