Today's Readings: 
First Reading – (Exodus 24:3-8) after his descent from the mountain, Moses communicates God’s words to the people and the people express their willingness to do all that God commands. 
Psalm (116) - This is a thanksgiving psalm; it is not certain whether David penned it upon any particular occasion or upon a general review of the many gracious deliverances God had wrought for him and contains many very lively expressions of devotion, love, and gratitude; and with similar pious affections our souls should be lifted up to God in singing it. 
Psalm Response – “The cup of salvation I will raise; I will call on the Lord's name”.     


Second Reading - (Hebrews 9:11-15) this passage deals with the priesthood of Jesus and affirms that Jesus’ sacrifice is far superior because Jesus has shed his own blood for the redemption of his people.  

Gospel – (Mark 14:12-16. 22-26) this passage describes the preparation undertaken by the disciples for the Last Supper and the institution of the Eucharist.

The Seminary, near Guildford, Surrey, has been involved in the formation of priests for over 125 years. It is looking for help with the cost of refurbishment of 30 of its bedrooms, which have received little or no upgrading for nearly 50 years. Many rooms have threadbare or no carpets and curtains close to disintegration. Some of the beds and other furniture came from the Junior Seminary at Mark Cross, Sussex – which closed in 1970. The Seminary operates on a very tight budget, and there are no funds available for this much-needed work, which would cost in the region of £2,000 per room.
