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Week beginning 13th May 2018.  (Seventh Sunday of Easter)
Today's Readings: 
First Reading – (Acts 1: 15-17. 20-26.) Just as the Father sent Jesus into the world, so too Jesus sent his disciples into the world as His apostles. The Apostles were "consecrated" for this work, that is, they were set apart and made holy. Yet they were not removed from the world, but must do Christ's work in the world
Psalm (103)  -  The psalmist stirs up himself and his own soul to praise God for His favour to him in particular, to the church in general and to all good men, to whom He is, and will be, just, and kind, and constant and for His government of the world.   
Psalm Response –   “The Lord has set his throne in heaven.” 
Second Reading -  (1 John 4: 11-16)  God loved us so much as to send His Son to be a propitiatory sacrifice for our sins, and to obtain eternal life for us through His sufferings and death: the apostle uses the same language his Lord and master did. 

Gospel – (John 17: 11-19)    Jesus makes a transition in His prayer. He goes from making statements concerning who His disciples are to making requests concerning what those disciples need. In simplest terms, Jesus prays that God would keep His disciples from evil in order to carry on His mission.

Fr. John writes - 
The majority of us were baptised as infants. When you reflect on your' faith journey' over the years, what were the significant events you can remember? For almost all of us the first one that would come to mind would be the day of our First Holy Communion. Most would remember the name of the Church, perhaps what you were wearing and what sort of party you had afterwards!
However, you also knew it was a very important moment when you received Jesus Himself truly present in the Blessed Sacrament. In addition, you would have been taught to wonder and awe at the huge privilege of this moment. Added to which, the people in the church would be praying for you.
Today two lads of our parish are making their first Holy Communion and I am sure you will rejoice with them and pray for them.
