Today's Readings: 

First Reading – (Acts 2: 1-11) on the annual Jewish feast of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit comes down on the apostles. It is a wonderful manifestation of God’s power.  
Psalm (104) - The psalmist extols the glory of God's works of creation and providence, His dominion over, and His bounty to, all creatures.
Psalm Response – “Send forth your Spirit, O Lord, and renew the face of the earth”


Second Reading - (1 Corinthians 12:3-7. 12-13) The Corinthians receive the gifts of the Spirit. Paul tells them that the gifts are given for the common good and everyone can contribute towards the growth of the community. 

Gospel – ( John 20: 19-23)  On Easter Sunday evening the risen Jesus appears to His disciples and confers on them the gifts of peace, joy and courage.  

At the 1030 Mass, during the Offertory the choir will sing "Litany to the Holy Spirit" by Peter Hurford.

Fr. John writes - 
Jesus’ disciples are very human and real in the Scriptures: they quarrelled among themselves; they even squabbled about who was the greatest. However, when they received the Holy Spirit at the first Pentecost, the extraordinary experience they had of God’s love left no room for such trivialities. All they wanted to do was to share with the people in the streets of Jerusalem the “Good News”. 
Jesus Christ so loved them that He died on the Cross for them, and he had risen from the dead to bring them new life.   Inspired by the Spirit, the Apostles’ love for all the ordinary people was so intense that they were completely united, and no longer had fears or concerns about themselves. 
Pray deeply on this feast of Pentecost that we, in our parish, open ourselves to God’s Holy Spirit.
