Today's Readings
First Reading – (Deuteronomy 4:32-34. 39-40)  As Moses concludes his first discourse, he spells out the great works of God, such as creation of human beings, revelation in the burning bush and apportioning the Promised Land. 
Psalm (33) - God in all His perfections and plans for the nations and ages also has His eye on humanity as individuals. His greatness does not exclude His individual interest on all the inhabitants of the earth.

Second Reading - (Romans 8:14-17)   Paul boldly asserts that Christians have received the gift of being children of God and so have become heirs of God. 

Gospel – (Matthew 28:16-20) having led the eleven back to Galilee Jesus gives them the great missionary command. While the disciples are to go and preach in his Name, Jesus promises them every assistance)

It is the Feast of the most Holy Trinity today – What is your inner reaction to celebrating this feast? 
There are many feasts of the God the Son (Christmas, Transfiguration, Resurrection, and Ascension, to name a few.)  Last week we celebrated the Feast of the Holy Spirit.   However, no feasts of God the Father?   This is our limited human way of thinking! 
The Scriptures reveal to us that God is three Persons in One God –but to think of God as some sort of mathematical problem deprives us of any insight into who God is for us.  God is relationship, or in another word, Love.  In addition, we are called into relationship with our God of infinite love through our Baptism.  If you let this truth sink into you in silent prayer, you recognise this feast is truly a mystery in which we are deeply involved.
