Today's Readings - 
First Reading:  Daniel 12:1-3. This passage affirms that despite the terrible sufferings, the elect of God, whose names are found written in the book of life, will be saved. 
Psalm:  16.  This psalm begins with expressions of devotion, which may be applied to Christ; but ends with such confidence of a resurrection, as must be applied to Christ, and to him only.
Psalm Response:   18.00 – “Preserve me, God, I take refuge in you”
Sunday Masses – “O Lord, you are the centre of my life;

                                I will always praise you, I will always serve you,

                                I will always keep you in my sight”.
Second Reading: Hebrews 10:11-14. 18. The author of Hebrews underlines the authority of Jesus, who sits at the right hand of God. He has received this honour through his self-offering. 

Gospel Reading:  Mark 13:24-32. In this eschatological discourse, Jesus mentions the heavenly bodies such as the sun, the moon, and the clouds, which will signal his second coming.
