Third Sunday of the Year (C)
First Reading: Nehemiah 8: 2-6, 8-10
This passage gives a graphic picture of the solemn reading of the Word of God in the hearing of all the people. The ceremony is so touching that the people weep but Ezra and companions console the people and send them on their way.

Second Reading: First Letter of St Paul to the Corinthians 12: 12-30
Paul corrects the misunderstanding in the Corinthian community regarding the spiritual gifts. He brings in the metaphor of the human body to explain the phenomenon.

Gospel: Luke 1:1-4; 4: 14-21
Luke dedicates his book to Theophilus in order to strengthen his faith. After the dedication, Luke describes Jesus’ action in the native synagogue.
