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Week beginning 4th November 2018, Thirty-First Sunday of Year B

Today's Readings - 
First Reading:  Deuteronomy 6:2-6. This passage from Deuteronomy contains the prayer of the Jews popularly known as the Shema which means “hear”. The central ideas of Judaism are compressed in this prayer. 
Psalm: 18. “The Lord is my rock and my fortress and my deliverer; my God, my strength, in whom I will trust; my shield and the horn of my salvation, my stronghold.” On this foundation we can face the many trials and tribulations which may face us in our quest for salvation.

Psalm Response: “I love you, Lord, my strength”   
Second Reading: Hebrews 7:23-28. The author compares the priests of Judaism with Jesus the Priest. Compared to Jesus who is the eternal priest the Jewish priests have enjoyed limited priesthood because they will eventually die. 
Gospel Reading:  Mark 12:28-34. This passage gives the “Shema” of the Christians. Jesus places the love for God at the heart of the law and love for neighbour should spring naturally from this as a consequence.
