Today's Readings: 
First Reading – Wisdom 1:13-15; 2:23-24. Sirach is of the opinion that death has entered the world through the devil.  
Psalm 30.  This is a psalm of thanksgiving for the great deliverances, which God had wrought for David, penned upon occasion of the dedicating of his house of cedar.

Second Reading – 2 Corinthians 8:7. 9. 13-15.  Paul informs the Corinthians that Jesus Christ, being rich, has made himself poor. Paul also hints that by being charitable, the Corinthians are not going to become poor. 

Gospel – Mark 5:21-43.   Jesus heals a woman who has been suffering from a haemorrhage for twelve years and raises a young girl who has just died. 
Fr John writes:
A couple of years ago the Oxford English Dictionary’s “word of the year” was ‘post-truth’.
At first glance, it seems to be a claim that that truth has been done away with!   But apparently what it means is that ‘objective facts are less influential in shaping public opinion than appeals to emotion and personal belief’   I wonder if this is the reason why today we seem to live in a fair amount of chaos – many people believing only what they feel is right, and changing their ‘truth’ according to whim, rather than being anchored in well-founded beliefs.  It is not surprising that the mass media is so prone to whipping up emotions whenever possible!  In the face of this, it is so important that we value our Christian Faith and take every chance to deepen it.
