Sunday readings: 

First Reading - (Ezekiel 18:25-28)   Ezekiel says that each person will be judged according to what he/she has done. The Lord takes no pleasure in the death of anyone.

Psalm - (24) The psalmist, in great distress, calls upon God and prays for pardon with the strong confidence of being heard.
Psalm response – “Remember your mercy, Lord”

Second Reading - (Philippians 2:1-11) -The theme of this passage is the humility and obedience of Christ. In order to teach his friends a lesson in humility Paul reminds them of Christ who leaving his exalted status embraced human nature.

Gospel - (Matthew 21:28-32) -The parable of the two sons is a criticism against the chief priests and the elders. The Jewish leaders are compared to the second son who said “yes” to his father but failed to carry out his wish
