Today's Readings: 
First Reading -  (Isaiah 55:6 - 9)  These verses from Second Isaiah compare the thoughts and ways of God with those of human beings, and say that God’s ways are higher than those of human beings. 

Psalm - (144) Such as the Lord is, such should His worship be. If He were a little God, He would deserve little praise; but the great God is “greatly to be praised.” 
Psalm response -   “The Lord is close to all who call Him”

Second Reading - (Philippians 1: 20 - 24. 27) Paul tells the Philippians that he has no qualms to die and be in union with Christ, but shows also willingness to live so that the Philippians can benefit from his presence with them 

Gospel - (Matthew 20: 1 - 16)   In the parable of the Good Employer, even the workers who put in much fewer hours of work received the same pay which was bemoaned by those who had worked the most..
