Today's Readings: 
First Reading - (Ezekiel 33: 7-9) Ezekiel is given the job of a watchman and his duty is to convey to the Israelites the warnings God sends. If any failure occurs in this regard, he would be held responsible. 

Psalm - (95)   This psalm helps us to reorient our thinking and practice concerning the vital matter of worship. It turns our attention and affection toward God. When our role in worship is addressed, the focus is on obedience and reverence.
Psalm Response - O that today you would listen to His voice! Harden not your hearts.

Second Reading - (Romans 13: 8-10) (In this passage Paul speaks of the obligation of charity that sums up the whole Mosaic Law in the new dispensation. Loving one’s neighbour is the fulfilment of the Mosaic Law). 

Gospel - (Matthew 16: 21-27) Every Christian has a responsibility to help his fellow Christians to turn away from his sinful ways. The erring brother must be approached alone or at most with one or two others.
