Today's Readings: 
First Reading -  (Isaiah 45: 1. 4-6) The Persian King Cyrus who does not even know the God of Israel is chosen to end the Babylonian Exile. God tells Cyrus that besides Him there is no other God. 

Psalm - (96) The psalmist calls all people of the earth and indeed the earth itself to sing praise to God and to worship God in God’s temple.
Psalm response -                                  Give the Lord glory and power 

Second Reading - (Thessalonians 1: 1-5) This letter written from Corinth is the first of Paul’s letters, indeed the earliest complete writing in the New Testament. Paul attributes the good success of his preaching to the Holy Spirit. 

Gospel - (Matthew 22: 15-21)  Jesus is not against taxes being paid to Caesar but adds a twist to it. By adding “God’s things to God” Jesus turns the incident into a challenge to be as careful about one’s obligations to God as one is about Caesar. 

Fr. John Writes - 
   The first priest of this parish, Canon Currie, was here for many years, and I know that quite a number of you knew him well.  He is buried in our local cemetery and unfortunately the memorial Cross over his grave is now unsafe and has therefore been flattened (like many others in the cemetery).   To restore it will cost £400 .   Although we have no obligation to fund this, I know there is a strong feeling among parishioners who are aware of the situation that we should do so. Your Parish Finance Committee will be discussing this among other issues soon, and I believe that some of you would welcome the opportunity to contribute to the cost.  So next Sunday we will have a collection in the church porch as you leave after Mass.

Our parish council in recent months has looked at the whole question of the security of both our premises and all who use them. Please read the notice below:-

Improving Our Security
We are only too well aware that we must be vigilant in the face of continuing threats from both terrorists and petty criminals alike, which can affect any of us. We have received advice from the Archdiocese and from the local police as to what measures we ought to adopt in Tenterden.

As a result, we have installed a CCTV system covering both the Church and the Parish Centre; this will provide alerts and recordings of any unexpected intrusion day or night.   

But, the very best protection for us all is for everyone to be alert and vigilant to anything unusual. So, please report or tell someone if you see anything suspicious; be assured, you will never be criticised for a well-intended false alarm. 

Finally, unlikely as it may be, we need to be sure that, in the event of an emergency – whether it is an attack, a bomb or a fire,– we can react quickly and effectively. So fluorescent “grab bags” have been placed at the rear of the Church and in the Parish Centre, which contain a yellow vest to be put on by the person closest to the door so that he or she can take charge, along with simple instructions for evacuation and immediate response actions. Please do not be afraid to be the one to lead us all to safety!
