Second Reading - (1 Thessalonians 5: 1-6)   Paul invites his Christians to be alert so that they may be ready to meet the Lord when he comes. This will require of them to lead a life worthy of the children of light.
Gospel - (Matthew 25: 14-30) The privilege of receiving so many talents and gifts imposes on us the responsibility of not wasting them but making them fruitful for God’s glory. We are accountable and answerable for what we have received.
