Today's Readings: 
First Reading – (Deuteronomy 18:15-20) - Moses tells the people that after his death God will raise a prophet like him who will lead them. The Jewish expectation of a prophet like Moses as their Messiah comes from this passage. 
Psalm (94) - This psalm exhorts us to praise God for His greatness and warns us, in God's words, against neglecting His service. 
Psalm Response - “Oh that today you would listen to his voice; harden not your hearts”                         

Second Reading - (1 Corinthians 7:32-35) - Paul appeals to the Corinthians to be faithful to their Christian call. Anxieties about marriage and family life will vanish when they are devoted to the Lord.     

Gospel – (Mark1:21-28) - The man with the unclean spirit reveals the true identity of Jesus as the Holy One. Jesus, in turn, casts out the unclean spirit and sets the man free.

  “The people were astonished’!  Mark is constantly telling us in his Gospel how the people, who listened to Jesus and who saw some of his miracles were amazed and astonished. Mark does so in today’s Gospel reading. 
When was the last time you were truly amazed?  And did it last?
Unfortunately, we seem to have a natural capacity to absorb the ‘amazing’ to the extent that we end up taking it for granted.
We believe that Jesus Christ is truly present in the Consecrated bread and wine, and in our church tabernacles.  How amazing is that? How easily we take it for granted. 
Come to the time of Adoration after Friday Mass, or visit our church for silent prayer any time during the day.  Recover something of your awe and wonder at the Real Presence of Christ.
