Today's Readings: 
First Reading – (Job 7:1-4. 6-7) As Job speaks his words turn into a lament about his physical and spiritual condition. He complains about sleeplessness at night and days empty of hope 
Psalm (146) The Psalmist describes the goodness and greatness of God, to give himself and others reasons to praise God. The first reason is God’s active care for Jerusalem and a likely reference to its restoration after the exile.

Psalm Response - 18.00 & 08.30: “Praise the Lord who heals the broken-hearted”

10.30 “Praise the Lord who heals the broken-hearted. Praise the Lord, who binds up all their wounds”

Second Reading - (1 Corinthians 9:16-19. 22-23) Paul has the ability to preach the gospel but does not want to boast about it. He has the obligation to preach and does it free of charge. 

Gospel – (Mark: 1:29-39)   This passage depicts a typical day in the life of Jesus in which he heals people with physical illness like fever, mental illness and demonic possession
