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Newsletter for the week beginning 25th March 2018.  Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord

Today's Readings: 
First Reading – (Isaiah 50:4-7)   in this third and final song of the Servant of the Lord, the author is very explicit about the suffering of the Servant. The Servant chooses to trust in God despite his shame and suffering.  
Psalm (22) this psalm is a prayer of complaint that, perhaps more than any psalm, serves as a link between the Old Testament and the story of Jesus' passion.

Psalm Response - My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?  

Second Reading - (Philippians 2:6-11) this hymn, which describes the self-emptying of Jesus that resulted in his glorification, is the most famous passage in the Letter to the Philippians.  

Gospel – (Mark 14:1-15:47 )   Mark’s Passion Narrative includes Jesus’ anointment at Bethany, the institution of the Eucharist, agony in the garden, trials, denial by Peter, death and burial. 

 Fr. John writes - 
HOLY WEEK. is the highpoint of the Church’s year.
On this Sunday, Passion Sunday, we recall the entrance of Christ our Lord into Jerusalem to accomplish his work of redemption.
On Maundy Thursday, we have the Mass of the Lord’s last Supper, which includes the washing of the feet, and the procession to the altar of repose (symbolising the Lord with his disciples in the garden of Gethsemane, and his arrest – the start of his passion). You are invited to watch with Lord until 10pm. 
On Good Friday our main liturgy is the Passion of the Lord at 3pm, with the adoration of the Cross and Holy Communion after which the altar is stripped and left bare – a sign of the Church waiting at the Lord’s tomb in prayer for the day of the Resurrection.
The great climax of Holy Week is THE EASTER VIGIL – The Paschal Candle, the symbol of the Risen Christ, the light of the world, coming into the darkened church and Easter Mass is celebrated with great joy.  
A penitential Service will be held at St Thomas of Canterbury, Headcorn Monday 26th March 7.30pm – two priests will be available.    

The Sacrament of Reconciliation will be available on Monday March 26th here at St, Andrews from 7.30pm.
