Today's Readings: 
First Reading – (Acts 4: 8-12) in this speech Peter boldly affirms that the name of Jesus is the only one name under heaven by which human beings will be saved.  
Psalm (118)   God's mercy endures for ever. Mercy is a great part of His goodness and one, which more concerns us than any other, for we are sinners and have need of his mercy.

Psalm Response – “The stone, which the builders rejected, has become the corner stone” 

Second Reading -  (1 John 3:1-2)  St John writes that though the world rejected his Son, God the Father has adopted all of us as his children.   
Gospel – (John 10:11-18) the parable of the Good Shepherd is one of the best-known parables in the Gospel of John. Jesus, the Good Shepherd, has died for his sheep.
