Today's Readings: 
First Reading – Isaiah 49:1-6. This passage deals with the commissioning of Isaiah. His vocation is to make known the salvific plan of God to the nations. 
Psalm   139.  God has perfect knowledge of us, and all our thoughts and actions are open before him. It is more profitable to meditate on Divine truths, applying them to our own cases, and with hearts lifted to God in prayer, than with a curious or disputing frame of mind.

Second Reading – Acts 13:22-26.John the Baptist receives ample mention in the missionary speech made by Paul given in the synagogue of Antioch. 

Gospel – Luke 1:57-66. 80. The birth of John the Baptist is told in great detail. Neighbours and relatives rejoice at his birth and his father Zechariah's speech is returned at his birth.
