First Reading: Numbers 11:25-29.  The conferring of God’s spirit on the seventy elders indicates that the gifts are not reserved for a few, but all members are able to receive them. 
Psalm: 19. In this psalm, David abruptly shifted from praising the God who reveals Himself in creation (verses 1-6) to praising the same God for revealing Himself in His word. It is as if David said, “Creation tells us much about God, but His word tells us much more.”

Gospel Reading:  Mark 9:38-43. 45. 47-48. Jesus says that any good work done in his name will be rewarded. Causing scandal of any type is not acceptable.
