Today's Readings - 
First Reading: Wisdom 2:12. 17-20. This passage tells us that the plots of the godless are against the just because according to the former the latter reproaches them for sins against the Torah. 
Psalm: 54. This psalm is a prayer of David when he was on the run from Saul. Twice, the Ziphites (or Ziphims, the same tribe of Judas!), had betrayed David by telling Saul where he was hiding. 
Psalm Response:      18.00 & 08.30 - The Lord upholds my life

Second Reading: James 3:16-4:3. James has a basic interest in contrasting the “wisdom from bellow” with the wisdom from above. According to James “wisdom from above” is gentle, open to reason, full of mercy and bears good fruits. 

Gospel Reading:  Mark 9:30-37. Jesus instructs His disciples about His going to Jerusalem and the opposition he will encounter there. But the disciples do not pay much attention to it and keep worrying about who is the greatest among them.
