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Week beginning 14th October 2018, Twenty- Eighth Sunday of Year B

Today's Readings - 
First Reading:  Wisdom 7:7-11. Since Solomon prefers wisdom to long life, wealth or power he is given all these along with wisdom. 
Psalm: 90. This psalm tells us that those, who would learn true wisdom, must pray for Divine instruction, must beg to be taught by the Holy Spirit; and for comfort and joy in the returns of God's favour. 

Psalm Response: “Fill us with your love that we may rejoice”


Second Reading: Hebrews 4:12-13. In this short passage, the author praises the “Word of God” as sharper than a two-edged sword with the ability to discern the thoughts and intentions of the heart. 

Gospel Reading:  Mark 10: 17-30.  The well-intentioned young man, who approaches Jesus goes away sorrowful because he finds it impossible to detach himself from his wealth. 

10.30 Mass: at the Offertory, the choir will sing the anthem "Hymn to the Virgin" (Francis Duffy)

It was good to hear that Fr Mark Odion enjoyed saying the Masses for the weekend, when I was away.
You had rather a lot to listen to because you also had the speakers about “Adoration”, and I thank you for returning some of the cards that were circulated.   These ‘returns’ indicated that, for some people, who would like to spend time before the Blessed Sacrament in prayer, Friday morning is difficult.
